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Projektbeschreibung

The interdisciplinary Kabul Museum Project, directed by Univ.-Prof. Dr. Deborah Klimburg-Salter, is
an initiative resulting from the close cooperation between the National Museum of Afghanistan,
Kabul, and the University of Vienna in participation of various national and international partners.
The financial support of the Gerda Henkel Stiftung (GHS), The Barakat Trust (TBT) Oxford, the
UNESCO and the FWF has enabled the implementation of a series of different programs. The Gerda
Henkel Stiftung has been financing the curatorial training program in art history, numismatics,
Buddhist studies, computer science and museology for the Kabul Museum staff since 2005. The
Barakat Trust funded capacity building programs which provided financial support for intensive
English language and computer science courses held in the Kabul Museum for the museum staff.
Travel costs were partly covered by the FWF and the UNESCO. With their support we were able to
conduct travels to Kabul and the surrounding archaeological sites and organize four extensive
training events for the curators in Vienna in 2007, 2010, 2012; in New Delhi in 2008.

One tangible result of the training program was the re-arrangement and installation of the
permanent exhibition on Mes Aynak at the Kabul Museum with the scientific participation of the
young curators in 2012 (see http://www.nationalmuseum.af/current-exhibition/3540-Aynak-
Copper-Exhibition; http://www.univie.ac.at/cirdis/research/kabul-museum-project;
